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Grantee Portal

Welcome to the FAMRI Grantee Portal

FAMRI has contracted the American Institute of Biological Sciences (AIBS) to construct a Web site that can be used by all FAMRI grantees to search for information about research being done by other FAMRI funded researchers, to communicate with other investigators about sharing resources, ideas, etc., to provide information about YCSA renewals, upcoming proposal deadlines, links to FAMRI-funded Centers of Excellence, and information about past and present FAMRI symposia.

Getting there
In order to enter the Grantee Portal you should go to the FAMRI Web site www.famri.org and click on Grantee Portal in the Researchers Drop Down menu. This aspect of the Web site is only available to past and present grantees. Once there you can choose which area of the Grantee Portal you wish to enter.

Signing in

If you click on one of the three areas in the Grantee Portal (abstracts, Forum or Grant Renewal Process), you will be asked to enter a User Name and Password.

Abstracts

The Abstracts section of the Grantee Portal will allow you to view information about Research that has been funded by FAMRI. Here you can view and search Abstracts, Research Areas, Keywords, Associated Publications, and PI information.
Navigation

On the right column there are several ways to navigate through all of the abstracts. By clicking on a Category or Tag the system will automatically show you all associated abstracts. 
Searching

There is a search box in the right column. This search box will search Abstracts, Publications, and Keywords.
Viewing Author Profiles

By clicking on the Author’s linked name under the abstract title you will be taken to the PI’s profile. Here you can see their Degree, Institution, and a small Biography. Also, you are able to see a list of all of their FAMRI funded abstracts.

Forum

Signing In

In the FAMRI forum you can either post messages anonymously or by signing in. Remember; if you wish for people to be able to contact you outside of the Forum in regards to your post be sure to include contact information. If you comment anonymously to a post, you will not be automatically subscribed to it.
Creating a Topic

To Create a new topic or thread in the FAMRI Forum click the New Topic button and enter the information asked for.
Replying to a topic

To Reply to an already created topic click the “Sign in” or “comment anonymously” links below the post.
Subscribing
You will be automatically subscribed to the Forum’s Topics and will receive notices whenever a new topic is created. You will also automatically be subscribed to any Topic you create.

In order to subscribe to a Topic someone else has created you will have to make a comment on that topic and click the “Subscribe” check box located above the comments text box.

In order to unsubscribe from the forum or a topic simply follow the link in the e-mail.

If you are on a public computer please remember to clear the private information before leaving the computer. This will make sure that others using the computer after you will not have access to the Grantee Portal.
Making Changes to Abstracts and Personal Profiles
These abstracts and profiles will be used as the basis for reporting FAMRI-funded research in the compendium that is published annually for the Annual Symposium, usually held in mid-May. They will also serve as the searchable source on this Web site for information to be shared among FAMRI-funded researchers.

Editing your Abstract
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From the Dashboard, click “1 entry” or “last entry”

This will take you to a list of all entries.

Click the “My Entries” Quickfilter on the right side to see just your own Abstract(s). Then click the Title to edit.

Simply change the text in the “Body” as needed for you abstract. In order to edit your Publications, click the “Extended” tab to the right of “Body” above the main text field.

Below are the areas you are responsible for updating:

· Body: Abstract Text

· Extended: Publications (please do not alter the first line saying “Publications”) We would like to request that you adhere to a certain format when entering your publications; this is for purposes of uniformity in the published yearly compendium.

· Keywords: By default there are no Keywords, please add any words here that you would like your colleagues to be able to use to find your research. Please pay special attention to these keywords; they can be an extremely valuable search tool for other investigators. Here are some examples:

· Reagents

· Techniques

· Animal Models

· Institution

· Investigator Names

· Etc.
